Legend of the Forgotten Forest at the Bristol Old Vic and Christmas at the Speigeltent, with a 
series of spectacles including a drag ball, club nights, live music, circus and comedy that mean 
there is something for everyone, from kids to adults to teenagers and families too. All three venues 
are a 5-minute walk or less from The Bristol, so guests can be back in the comfort of their room in 
no time at all.
